CONFERENCE DETAILS: The conference hotel, the Catamaran Resort, is in the Mission Beach area of San Diego. All sessions (keynote addresses, symposia, brief and longer papers, posters; see the Call for Papers for instructions on submitting presentations) will take place at the Catamaran. The conference will begin at 9AM on Friday morning, February 5, and will adjourn at 1PM on Sunday, February 7. In addition to plenary and breakout sessions each day, there will be social events on both Friday and Saturday early evenings.  Registration fees include continental breakfasts on Saturday and Sunday mornings, coffee breaks each morning and afternoon, and a luncheon coupled with an informal business meeting on Saturday.

Theme: Cognitive Education, Diversity, and Special Needs.  Each of our internationally known keynoters will address the intersection of these issues in terms of their own research and practices.  Conference papers, symposia and posters will highlight current research and practice with applications ranging from early childhood to school and adult populations.  Conference proposals are to be submitted online. 
Participants traveling especially long distances, e.g., flights of three or more hours, should strongly consider arriving by Thursday night, if possible.

CONFERENCE HOTEL: The Catamaran is a full-service resort hotel in a tropical setting with a private beach, and has been highly recommended by Fodor’s and similar travel guides. Special discount rates have been negotiated with the Catamaran for guest rooms. All rooms that have been set aside for conference participants are attractive, but some larger rooms and those with spectacular views of the bay can be reserved at somewhat higher rates, subject to their availability. There are restaurants in the hotel, and many others are within easy walking distance.

TRAVEL ADVICE: San Diego, a coastal city of more than a million people, has a very amicable climate year-round. It tends to be quite dry, although some rain is possible in the winter months. Because of the climate and general location, tourism is prominent and accordingly, there are many restaurants and very interesting sites to visit.  The Catamaran has agreed that its special discount rates will apply for three days prior to and three days after the conference, for those participants who are able to take advantage of this opportunity by extending their stay in either direction.

The Lindbergh International Airport that serves San Diego is located very close to the downtown area. It is about 15 minutes (8 miles) away from the Catamaran. Transportation by “Super-Shuttle” from the airport to the hotel is $12 per person, or less if a group trip is arranged. There is also train service into San Diego that is mainly convenient for those who live elsewhere in Southern California, and possibly neighboring states as well.  There are major highways that connect San Diego to elsewhere in California, to Arizona to the east, and to its immediate south, Mexico.

A great deal of information about the San Diego area, provided by the San Diego Convention & Visitors Bureau, can be found at www.sandiego.com.  Around the time of the conference, aside from many outstanding historical sights, museums, and parks to visit, special events include whale watching (the remarkable migration of California gray whales southward), performances of La Boheme by the San Diego Opera, performances of August Wilson’s  play The Piano Lesson at San Diego State University, and concerts by the Szymanowski String Quartet in Old Town.
